NDU JOURNAL 

General
1.
A research journal titled “NDU Journal” will be published biannually by the Research Wing of the College under the guidance of the Chief Instructors (NS and War Colleges) and the President. The Journal will be based on the selected Individual Research Papers (IRPs) of both ND and War courses.

Aim
2.
The aim of this SOP is to lay down comprehensive procedure for printing/publishing of the NDC Journal.

Advisory Board
3.
The advisory board of NDU Journal shall comprise the Commandant and the two Chief Instructors.

A standing editorial board will be constituted as under: -

Editorial Policy
5.
Apart from selected summarized IRPs (Individual Research Papers) of the participants of the two courses at the College research articles of the faculty and alumni may also be included as and when received.

6.
The articles will focus various dimensions of national security and will range between 2000- 3000 words.

7.
The articles being well researched must indicate the references (in the text) with footnotes or end notes at the end.

8.
A very brief bio data (about 60 words) of the contributor will also be printed at the end of the article.

9.
The articles will be of a high professional standard, fulfilling all the requisites of a proper research paper.

10.
The Journal shall not include/print anything, which is directly or indirectly, detrimental to national security.

Selection of Articles
11.
Based on the topical relevance and quality of the IRPs, the Director Research will process the selection of articles through the CIs for final approval by the Comdt.

12.
After the formal approval from the Comdt, the selected articles will be distributed among the members of the editorial board for detailed scrutiny and editing.

13.
Scrutinized articles will then be handed over to the Editor for printing and publication.

Printing/Publishing of the Journal
14.
The Journal will be published by the Editor/GSO-1 Research.

15.
Technical support in the form of scanning/composing/typing and printing will be provided by the Technical Branch within the time schedule planned by the Director Research/approved by the Commandant.

16.
The Technical Branch will also arrange correction work on the draft/proofs prior to printing.

17.
The computer operator will be earmarked for composing/processing of the magazine in order to ensure uniformity and speed. He will be associated with the editor for the purpose of preparation of draft and printing/publishing of the journal.

18.
Technical Branch will arrange/demand sty from SD Branch for printing of 2x journals of about 150 pages each.
